The Fragrance and Flavour Development Centre (FFDC) has been set-up by the Government of India with UNDP/UNIDO assistance at Kannauj (U.P.). The Principal Director being the Chief Executive of the Centre is entrusted with the powers and responsibilities for implementation of the programmes and the policies for the development of Fragrance and Flavour industry and to provide technical support through well-equipped sections and divisions manned with highly skilled and motivated work force. The Principal Director shall exercise his powers under the direction, superintendence and control of the Chairman of the Governing Council.

Experience in Human Resource and Financial management, Industrial relation and General Administration.
